Support Services:

- Hourly fee reduction to $2.00 per child per hour for any hourly care
beyond the free respite care hours.

- 20% fee reduction for regularly scheduled full and part day care
- $300 in SKIES classes per child/youth during deployment period
- $100 in Sports benefit per child/youth during deployment period
